Heading north-
west toward Bethlehem, we shall stop briefl y at Solomon's 
Pools. We then drive to Shepherds’ Fields with its cave. 
After visiting the Church of the Nativity, we continue to 
the Evangelical Lutheran Church Compound to view an 
ancient home-cave thus, giving us a deeper understanding 
of 1CE stable in which Jesus was born. Then we take time 
at one of the Bethlehem shops, famous for olive wood, 
jewelry and mother-of-pearl.
